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Applicant should have graduated from a master's course at a graduate school or have
equivalent academic background and/or experience. A degree or work experience in science,
medicine, or engineering is preferred.

Applicants should have experience writing and editing in English, preferably for higher
education, newspapers, or magazines.

Applicants must have high-level communication and teamwork skills.

Native or equivalent English proficiency

Japanese proficiency: Although not essential, applicants with higher levels of Japanese
proficiency are especially welcome.
